In 2005, he
joined Tokiwa University as Professor in
Victimology and serving as Deputy Director of TIV]
from April 2009, His current research interest is
vulnerabilily of people that leads to various forms of
victimization, for which he is presently coordinating

a research project on the vulnerability of women !
victims of intimate partner violence in Chennai, .

India.
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" Prof. Dr. [to was born in 1964 in Nagoya. He

studied Psychology in Nagoya University and

earned a Ph.D. in Psychology in 1995. In May, |

1998, he was dispatched to Hanoj, Viet Nam as an
overseas research fellow by the Ministry of
Education and stayed there for 10 months. He has
heern conducting researches and field surveys from
perspeclives of social psychology, mainly focusing

on the Vietnamese society. Recently, he has been

also engaged in sustainability studies and education.
He has written many books and articles on a wide
range of topics from textbooks of psychology to
Asian culture so far such as “Hanoi no Roji no
Ethnography [Ethnography of Alleys in Hanoi]”
(2001, Nakanishiya Publication), “Kachu no

Shinrigaku he [Into a ‘Vortex’ of Psychology]” |

(co-edited, 2010, Shin-yo-sha), and so on.
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Having studied law in Germany, Prof. Dr. Kirchhoff
specialized in Criminology and Victimology (in tota!
2.5 years in the US). In 1974, he earned the doctoral
degree in law from Justus Liebig University in
Germany. He initiated several innovative models in the
Criminal Justice System and in the Family Court
System as Professor of Criminal Law, Criminology and
Victimology in Niederrhein University of Applied
Science, Monchengladbach, Germany. With extensive
international experiences, he has delivered lectures in
approx. 25 countries, published aboul 80 journal
articles and 5 books. He co-founded the WSV in 1978,
served for 3 years as President and has been serving
for more than 13 years in total as Secretary General.
He is co-director of the annual Pastgraduate Course on
Victimology, Victim Assistance and Criminal Justice in
Croatia since 1984, and recently in South Africa. He
Jjoined Tokiwa University in 2003.

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Hearing the roar of ihe B-29 bomber from inside the uterus of the mother who

“WA (peace).” She, however, has been fond of quarrels since her childhood. In
the first year of the junior high school, she encountered a novel written by Soseki
Natsume, which has formed her present love of literalure. Her research field of

modern Japanese lilerature covers a wide range of novelists from Meiji Era |
literary legends (o contemporary wrilers such as Haruki Murakami. In order to |

convey Ihe fun of literature, which is almost left back in the society, she worked
for high school students in the past, and is currently working for university
students and audilors attending (he NHK Culture Center.
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Prof. Tajima was born in 1931 in Nagasaki Prefecture. After studying the English
Language and Literature at Tokyo University of Education (now the “University
of Tsukuba”), he taught in junior and senior high schools for ten years, finishing

a master course of English Teaching Methodology at the International Christian |
Universily during the period. Since 1969 for about three decades he taught
English Linguistics and English Teaching Methodology at several national |
universities such as Utsunomiya University, Kyoto University of Education and
Nara University of Education for undergraduate and graduale students. For three
years from 1997 to 2000, he served as Professor of English language of (he
academic subjects at Tokiwa University. [n April 2010, he published a book of
his persornal history as part one with its period backgrounds including his |
boyhood experiences of World War II.
