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Dr. YAMADA was educated at Tsuda College and the graduate school of the University of Tokyo. She was a research scholar at the Central
University of Hyderabad, India, from 1992 to 1995, and took her Ph.D from the University of Tokyo in 2000. An Associate Professor at
College of Humanities, Ibaraki University, since 2001, she currently teaches modern history of Asia. Her research focuses on the history
of India during the British rule, especially the regionalism and nationalism in Telugu language speaking region (Andhra Pradesh State
today). She is the author of ‘The Age of Modern for the Telugu and the Andhras’ (Noboru Karashima ed., 4n Anthology of History of South
Asia 3, Yamakawa Shuppansha), and Basic Course of Modern Telugu (Daigaku Shorin).

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Professor TAKITA graduated from Keio University Graduate School of Law, completing Political Department Doctor Program. He was the
former President of Ibaraki Christian College. Now he is a Professor and Executive Director of Ibaraki Christian Education Community.

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Dr. YEH is a professor of human geography at Ibaraki University. She received B.A. and M.A. from Ochanomizu University, and Ph.D. in
geographical science from The Australian National University. Her specialty is social geography, particularly on social structure of urban
space. She has been researching on urban formation of colonial city, gender and colonial space and colonial education in Taiwan under
the Japanese rule. Her recent interest is on Chinese community in Australia

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Having studied law in Germany, Dr. Kirchhoff specialized in Criminology and Victimology (in total 2.5 years in the US). In 1974, he
earned the doctoral degree in law from Justus Liebig University in Germany. He initiated several innovative models in the Criminal
Justice System and in the Family Court System as Professor of Criminal Law, Criminology and Victimology in Niederrhein University of
Applied Science, Monchengladbach, Germany. With extensive international experiences, he has delivered lectures in approx. 25
countries, published about 80 journal articles and 5 books. He co-founded the WSV in 1979, served for 3 years as President and has been
serving for more than 13 years in total as Secretary General. He is co-director of the annual Postgraduate Course on Victimology, Victim
Assistance and Criminal Justice in Croatia since 1984, and recently in South Africa. He joined Tokiwa University in 2003.
