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Associate Prof. Satoko MIWA received her B.A. from Waseda University and M.A. in international relations from International University of
Japan. She completed course work for the doctorate program at Tokyo Institute of Technology. She worked at Japan International
Cooperation Agency from 1985 to 2008 as an aid practitioner and was seconded to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and UNDP at that time.
She joined Ibaraki University in 2008. Her specialized areas are development administration and international cooperation. Especially, she
is interested in governance issues and capacity development. Her recent works include: Enhancing South-South and Triangular Cooperation:
Study on Current Situation and Existing Good Practices in Policy, Institution, Operation published by UNDP in 2009 and “Knowledge
Network and Collaboration for Capacity Development” in Technology and Development in 2008.

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Professor Okuyama obtained a master degree from the Graduate School, Tsuda College, and was awarded a Ph.D. in Sociology from
Tsukuba University. Her research interests are in international sociology and middle-Eastern Studies, specifically social consciousness,
citizenship, nationalism, and political culture in Israel and Palestine. She has published many books and articles on social stratum, social
changes, and social movements focusing on countries in the Middle East. Currently she is a member of research groups on “Citizenship of
Immigrants/Refugees: The Situation and Practice of Inclusion and Exclusion from the Nation State,” and on “The Crossroads of Palestine
Nationalism and Zionism.”
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Seiichiro Hasui is an associate professor of international relations and peace studies at Ibaraki University. After studying at the Graduate
School of Meiji-gakuin University, he continued his study at the Graduate School of the University of Tsukuba. His research focuses on
Environmental Security, Human Security and relations between security and development. Having conducted a research program on
contaminations of unexploded ordinances in Laos and on the survivors of Philippine Conflict, he has started his research in Okinawa for
unexploded ordinances and the survivors of "forced collective suicide."
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Professor Watanabe graduated from the Faculty of Law, Chuo University, and completed coursework for the doctoral program at the
Graduate School of Law, Nihon University. He attended the Graduate School of Washington State University as an exchange student. In
1997, Professor Watanabe was appointed as an Associate Professor in the College of Applied International Studies at Tokiwa University, and
as a full Professor in 2002. Following his appointments as Chairperson of the Faculty of Business, he was appointed Dean of the College of
Applied International Studies in April, 2012. Concurrently, Professor Watanabe is a lecturer at the Graduate School of Aoyama Gakuin
University, Nihon University Law School, and the Faculty of Law at Chou University. He has also served as a lecturer of an international
student’s symposium “War and Peace,” section meeting, and as a member of the Contract Research Council of the House of Councilors. He
is currently an Administration Officer of the UN Association of Japan Conference.
